1937 For the First Nice Days:  A translation [with translator comments in the brackets]

A very pretty style for spring, which Bleuette wears with great pleasure, and which provides a variety of graceful and elegant effects.  The jumper has a sepearate blouse.

The skirt of the jumper, with a box pleat in the front, is cut on the fold, the back is cut the same only place the line marked mileiu de dos on the fold for the back [since it does not have a pleat].  Make the side seams, baste the pleat [along the waist seam] and finish the skirt with a hem.  Cut both front and back bodice pieces of the jumper on the fold.  Sew the waist seam to join the skirt and bodice. [This makes a pull-on jumper.  It would be easier to dress Bleuette if the back of the jumper had an opening.  You could cut the backs with self-facings, or you could slash the back and bind it.]  Finely hem the armholes and the neckline [or use bias binding].

Then cut the little blouse from crépe de Chine or linen.  Front and back are cut from doubled fabric; cut the back on the fold.  The opening is in the front and is closed by three small shell buttons with thread loops.  Short puff sleeves are cut on the fold.  Gather the bottom sleeve edges onto a little band cut on the straight of the grain, and equally, gather the sleeve tops to fit into the armholes.
The collar is cut on the fold, hemmed on the [outer] edges, and sewn to the blouse neckline, right side of collar to wrong side of blouse, and then turned over.

There is a little belt of leather or velvet.
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
