The Jacket of Bleuette’s Ensemble:  A translation 


A straight little boxy jacket, charming and very easy to realize.  Cut the back on the fold from doubled fabric for it is a single piece. The front from doubled fabric also, but in two pieces.  The two front edges, moreover, are slightly slanted.  Make the shoulder seams and the side seams.


The sleeve, wide at the hem, is a single piece placed on the fold of doubled fabric.

Set into the armhole with a little gathering; make an invisible hem in the bottom.


Finally border the edges of the garment all around with two rows of soutache braid, which is found again, likewise, in the motif on the hem of the sleeves.


This little jacket is mighty elegant.  Be very observant—avoid a fall—in the slant of the fronts toward the top, indicated by the dotted lines.


It goes without saying that this garment, which makes part of an ensemble, would also serve for Bleuette to complement a summer dress in crepe de chine, printed silk or cotton, fashioning a summer ensemble from leftovers.  In this case, utilize the same pattern to make another straight jacket of blue wool, beige, or a vivid color.
