Bleuette se repose     LSDS      1950  #13

a cozy knitted shrug    

15 grams of wool or angora in pink, ceil?, or white

a pair of needles size 3, and a pair size 1, and a crochet hook size 2.5mm.

Stitches employed:  2x2 ribbing(k2, p2), and garter stitch (knit each row)

With a larger needle, cast on 16 stitches.  Using the smaller pair of needles, work 1/2 inch of k2, p2 ribbing, then inc 1 in each stitch on last ribbed row.  Change to larger needles and knit in garter stitch for 8 inches, decreasing (k2tog) in each stitch of the last row.  Change to small needles and work in 2x2 ribbing for another half inch, binding off loosely in ribbing at the last row. 

With a crochet hook, single crochet a border in the end stitches of the garter stitch rows on both sides of the shrug, top and bottom.  If you like, use a contrasting color for the border.  Or, you may desire to use a pretty shell stitch for the borders, of 3 single crochet, in each row end stitch.
