“Champion” v-neckline pullover

from Gauthier-Langereau catalog Winter 1928-1929

Materials:  1 ball of sport- or sock-weight wool or silk yarn, French size 3 knitting needles, and one needle size 6 for casting on


Stitches used:  k1,p1 ribbing, stockinette, garter

Instructions:

With size 6 needle, cast on 26 stitches.  With #3 needles, work 1x1 ribbing for two rows.

Row 3:  Knit

Row 4:  Purl

Rows 5,6,7,8, and 9: Knit

Row 10:  P10, K2, P2, K2, P10.

Hereafter, K all the odd-number rows and repeat row 10 on the wrong-side, even-number rows, for 14 rows.

Row 25:  Cast on 14 stitches at each side for sleeves.  Work sleeves in stockinette stitch on 10 sts, and garter stitch on the 4 end stitches for the wrists..  Instead of working K2,p2,k2 at center as previously, work 6 sts in garter st (k on both sides) for neckline foundation.  

Now you will divide the front to shape the V neckline:

Starting on the wrong side  of the right sleeve, K4 for cuff, p to  last p st before garter st neckline foundation, K2 tog, k2, turn.

Next row:  Knit

Repeat these two rows 4 times more.  Cut yarn, leaving a 6” tail.  Reattach yarn at base of neckline and work left side to correspond to the right side, ending with a purl row (wrong side).  Cast on 10 sts for center back of neckline, then knit 23 sts of right side.  

Next row:  K4, P 16, K 10, P 16, K4.

Right side row: K across.

Repeat these two rows twice to form the neck border in garter stitch.  Afterward, on all wrong-side rows, K4, P across to last 4 sts, K 4.  

All right-side rows, K across.

Work thusly 8 rows more, then bind off the 14 sleeve stitches at each side.  Continue the back in stockinette st for 20 rows.  Work 2 rows ribbing, and then bind off in ribbing.

Sew up the seams of sleeves and sides, and weave in the loose yarn tails.  Block carefully on a folded towel.
