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	1.) Starting with 2 identical hankies
	2.) Fold one hanky in half and cut out the pj pants from the center
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	3.) Sew front and back seams

of pants. Fold down about 3/4 in. or so for the belt casing. I made a tiny buttonhole in the front first and then brought the ties through this and tied in a bow.
	4.) Using each end of this

first hanky, cut out the sleeves
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	5.) Gathering stitches

I used a double stand of thread for each gathering line. Then pulled them to the right length and knotted the 4 strands at each end.
	6.) Skirt of the pj top

Cut along the measured line.
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	7.) Fold the skirt piece

into fourths and iron. This will give you the center back and where the sides line up to the pj bodice sides
	8.) With one strand

of thread, sew a gathering stitch across the upper part of the skirt 
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	9.) To make the bodice
	10.) This will give you the 4 pieces needed for the front bodice
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	11.) 4 front bodice pieces
	12.) To get the back lining piece
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	13.) Printed piece for back

of pj top, cut the back pice front print area. With right sides together sew shoulder seams. The sew up the front edges, so that the pj top opens in the front....around the neck opening. Turn right side out and press. Insert sleeves and stitch in place. Then sew the side seams.
	14.) Pieces of pj top
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	15.) After you have the bodice done

and sleeves sewn in. then line up the side seams and sew the skirt to the bodice. Enjoy in joy.
