Quantrille
 

Fold front piece along the ------ line and press. Make a small hem at the edge of the "front facing".
using a pencil or a washable;e fabric marker, mark the location of each dot that will create the little pleats. Do this above the crease and below. Fold the upper part down to the wrong side of the fabric....you might want to baste this in place.
With a double thread needle or use quilting thread, push your needle just to to side of the first dot and go through just a few threads. Do this to the 6 dots in that line. Cut your thread, leaving a tail. Proceed to the second line and repeat until you have done this to all 6 lines on the left half of the front. Proceed to do the same on the right side.
Take 2 tails at a time and pull the gathers tight and knot the threads. Trim excess thread.
Make a small hem at the bottom of the 2 back facing pieces. Press this, then lay each piece on the matching back dress pieces with wrong sides facing. Stitch up the center opening, around the neck edge, straps and arm holes. Turn this right side out and press.
Attach a strap to each front side and top stitch around.
With the dress wrong side out, stitch up the side seams.  Hem the dress to desired length. Place a snap at the back closure.
