Becasinne Pincusion Sewing directions 01 and 08 /08/1918

1)The doll

fig. 1:  the head:   ball of cotton – wool

fig 2:  the ball of cotton – wool wrap up in white cotton fabric (press well)

          twist some thread around her “neck”

fig. 3: Cut twice to form the body of the doll, stich shoulder- and sideseams

fig 4/5:  Arms. Take a strip of white cotton of 24 cm long (9 ½ inch) and work as shown 

fig 6: Make the ends flat and form the hands as shown . Now stich together arms and neck in    

         the body (maybe you can insert an iron wire to form the elbows but that is not in the  

         discription)

Now awake the artist in you (!) as you have to paint the head and arms. Use water colour paint  . After it dried you can draw the eyes, mouth, nose, … with indian ink

Wrap a ribbon of black velvet around her neck

Then stich your becasinnes body on the little circle of cardboard( leave small opening to fill), fill the body and close   

2) pin cussion

(under the skirt)

take a piece of fabric 31cm x 11 cm (12 inch x 4 ¼ inch). Close the side seam

above: adjust to the body and stich

under: adjust to the big cardboard circle and stitch (leave small opening to fill)

Fill the pin cusion and close

3) The dress       

fig 9: bodice: cut twice and make in both pieces  the hems and side seams

put the 2 pieces on your doll as shown in fig 10

At the frontside you can see how to make the breast plate of her dress …

Make some extra stiches to “dress” Becasinne

Fig 12: the head dress: cut the pattern twice

Stich the seam A/C and C/D. Turn under both sides of this seams (to point E)

Make the hems: F/B and B/A

Gather E/E  (adjust to becasinne’s head)

Skirt: Use a strip of bleue or green fabric Adjust the skirt to your doll. , add a ribbon of black velvet just above the hem

Apron: choose white linon 9cm x 9 cm (3 ½ inch x3 ½ inch)

Stich on a ribbon of black velvet

There are  some obscurities about measures in the discription … I guess  they leave it to our imagination! Enjoy sewing!
